ADMISSION POLICIES


A.
Ticket Prices:

Tickets will be on sale one hour prior to the start of the contest.  Ticket sales and admittance will end at 4 PM.

B.
Passes:

WIAA lifetime passes, and WIAA State coaching passes will be accepted for admittance into the playoffs.  People using these passes are expected to take an active part in supervising students.   


C.
Complimentary Admissions:



1.
Cheerleaders / song leaders of participating schools in uniform admitted free.



2.
Participating teams in the playoff will be admitted by roster.  Only players, coaches and managers directly involved in the game are to be included on the roster.  This team list is to be emailed (preferred) or FAXed to the Everett Athletic office (425) 385-4262 by November 3.


3.
Participating schools will be allowed a maximum of two supervisory personnel whose names will be placed on a pass gate list.  This information must be emailed (preferred) or FAXed to the Everett Athletic office (425) 385-4262 by November 3.  



4.
Superintendents and Board Members will be admitted by showing proper identification.



5.
PRESS - Members of the working press and press photographers who wish to cover the playoffs will be admitted free.



6.
School Photographers - Participating schools will be permitted to have one newspaper photographer and one yearbook photographer on the sidelines.  They must be identified by school identification.  All photographers must stay off of the field.

III.
FIELD POLICIES:

A.
SURFACE: - The Everett Memorial Stadium has a Sprinturf surface (similar to FieldTurf).   The soccer lines are marked in yellow.


B.
SURFACE RESTRICTIONS :



- No juice or "Gatorade" drinks allowed on field.  Only water may be used for hydration.  Food of any kind, sunflower seeds and gum are NOT permitted while on stadium track and field surface.


- SHOES - To reduce maintenance and help with the care of the turf, players need to clean mud and grass from their shoes before going onto the field.



- Banners / Signs - Only official school banners will be allowed.

IV.
FINANCES:

A financial report will be filed by the Everett School District Athletic Office to the District One Secretary.
V.
SUPERVISION:

A.
Participating schools are responsible for the supervision of their students.  The administrator in charge is to check in at the ticket booth (south end of stadium) to identify himself/herself.


B.
Please notify the Everett S.D. Athletic Office in advance who will be in charge of crowd supervision for your school.  This information must reach the Everett Athletic office ASAP.       Phone:  (425)  385-4260      FAX:  (425)  385-4262

C.
Please inform your staff, student body and cheerleaders of facility regulations that need to be observed  (see above).


D.
Spectators must stay up in the stands.  No spectators will be allowed on the sidelines or the field at any time including after the conclusion of the game.
VI.
OFFICIALS:

Officials will be assigned by the North Chapter Soccer Referee Association of Snohomish County.
VII.
GAME & STADIUM REGULATIONS:

A.
Signs, Confetti, Decorations, Noisemakers:



1.
Signs other than the school banner are prohibited from display.  Signs may not be posted near the entrance to the stadium.



2.
Throwing objects or the scattering of paper in the stands, on the fields, and the general stadium area is prohibited. A school violating this policy may be assessed a fine for the cost of cleanup.



3.
Synthetic noisemakers are strictly prohibited.  Such devices will be impounded and returned to the owner after the game.  Band instruments are not to be used as noisemakers.


B.
Pass Outs / Exiting the Game:



Please inform your students that no pass-outs will be given and once a person leaves they may not re-enter.


C.
Concessions and Programs:



1.
At this time, concessions will not be provided.  There are local restaurants or fast-food establishments close to the stadium.    REMINDER:  Players are NOT allowed to bring food or drinks (other than water) down onto the track / field area.  They must consume any food/drink up in the stands prior to entering the track/field area.



2.
Programs  - Rosters will be available at the ticket booth.


D.
Smoking, Alcohol, Drugs Policy:



1.
SMOKING IN THE STADIUM AND ON SCHOOL DISTRICT GROUNDS IS PROHIBITED.



2.
Drinking or being under the influence of alcohol or being in possession of liquor by any person on the stadium premises will subject the offenders to immediate arrest and prosecution.



3.
Any person having in possession, trafficking, or using drugs or narcotics on the stadium premises will be subject to immediate arrest and prosecution.

VIII.
SPECIAL PROBLEMS:

The Game Manager is empowered to make any decisions and judgments deemed necessary that are not specifically covered by these instructions.

IX.
TEAM INFORMATION:

A.
Team Rosters & Eligibility Lists:



The attached team roster must be emailed (preferred) or FAXed to the Everett Athletic office (425) 385-4262  as soon as possible but no later than November 3. 


B.
Directions to the Everett Stadium:



Heading North:  Take I-5 heading north to Everett, Exit #192 (Broadway to the right).  Continue for about two blocks to the first left into 39th / Stadium Parking lot entrance (by the Stadium Espresso stand).



Heading South:  Take I-5 heading south to Everett, Exit #192 .  Turn right at the top of the exit onto 41st Street.  Continue for about two blocks to the first stoplight (McDonalds).  Turn right onto Colby and go four blocks and turn right onto 37th Street.  Head down the hill to Broadway.  Turn right onto Broadway - go two blocks to Stadium Parking lot entrance (by the Stadium Espresso stand).


B.
Directions to Edmonds Stadium


Heading North or South:  Take I-5 Exit #179 (220th St SW).  Turn right on 220th St. SW. Turn right on Hwy 99.  Turn left on 212th St. SW.  The address is 7600 212th St. SW.

C.
Team Busses / Parking:



There will be ample parking in each lot.  We ask that buses park away from the stadium entrance to allow for convenient parking for spectators.

D.
Uniforms:



The home team in bracket will wear white or light colored jerseys, and the visiting team will wear dark colored jerseys.


E.
Dressing Facilities:



There will be dressing room facilities on site available for use prior to game time.  When exiting to the field, teams are to take all equipment / athletic bags with them.


F.
Game Balls / Ball Chaser:



The match soccer ball will be an approved NFHS ball.  It will be the responsibility of the designated home team to supply three game balls and two ball holders / chasers (NF Rule 6. Section 1 & 2).   Each school will furnish its own warm-up soccer balls.


G.
Team Benches:



Both team benches will be opposite the grandstand.  Only players in uniform, coaches, managers, athletic trainer, statisticians, and team physicians will be allowed on the team bench.  


H.
Warm-Ups / Practice:



The field will be available for practice one hour prior to the start of the first contest. 


I.
Pre-Match Ceremony:



1. 
Five minutes prior to the start of the game, teams are to line up in the middle of the field for announcements.  



2.
The announcer will announce the visiting team and coaches first, the home team and coaches second.



3.
Teams should remain standing on the field for the National Anthem or Pledge of Allegiance prior to the first game only.


J.
Film / Video Taping:



1.
Each participating school may have one adult to video tape from the press box.  That person must check in with the field security to get across the field.



2.
The filmer must stay within the first level of the pressbox.


K.
Tie-Breaker:


The method of breaking ties will be as follows:



Play a regulation game, and if a tie exists, play no more than two, five-minute sudden death overtime periods.  If a tie still exists, each team shall take (5) penalty kicks.   The kicks shall be taken alternately.  Only players on the field may be used when taking the five penalty kicks to break the tie.  If, after each team has taken five (5) kicks and the score is still tied, alternate penalty kicks shall continue until such time as each team has taken the same number of kicks and one team has scored one goal more than the other.  The kicks shall not continue after one team has scored enough goals to win.
